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Chairman’s Summary

1. The meeting of the International Search and Rescue Advisory Group (INSARAG) Regional Group for Asia/Pacific was organized and hosted by the Government of the People’s Republic of China from 11 to 13 November 2002 in Shanghai. The United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA), in its capacity as INSARAG Secretariat, co-organized the meeting. 

2. The meeting was opened and chaired by Professor Yiu Chen Liu, Deputy Director of the China Seismological Bureau. Mr. John Lovell of New Zealand was the Vice-Chair. Mr. Gerhard Putman-Cramer, Deputy Director (Natural Disaster Policy), OCHA Geneva, represented the United Nations Under-Secretary-General for Humanitarian Affairs and delivered a statement on Mr. Oshima’s behalf. He also provided his own opening remarks. 

3. Representatives from Australia, Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, China, Fiji, India, Indonesia, Iran, Japan, Korea (Republic of), Malaysia, Mongolia, Nepal, New Zealand, the Philippines, Singapore, and Viet Nam attended as participants. Representatives of the Asian Disaster Reduction Centre in Kobe, Japan and the Asian Disaster Preparedness Centre in Bangkok, Thailand attended as observers. 

4. Formal presentations were made on the following topics:

· The results of the Asia/Pacific urban SAR Exercise, held in Singapore in March 2002 and Exercise Phoenix in New Zealand in July 2002;

· Revision of the INSARAG Guidelines;

· Classification of USAR teams into Light/Medium/Heavy;

· USAR activities in the Pacific Region;

· The Peer Evaluation Concept;

· The United Nations General Assembly Resolution on Urban Search and Rescue.

Overview briefings were provided on the activities of the Asian Disaster Reduction Centre and Asian Disaster Preparedness Centre. 

5. The China Seismological Bureau arranged a demonstration of the wide-ranging capabilities of its newly-formed international urban search and rescue team. 

· Discussions following the presentations led to the following recommendations:

· Earthquake Response Preparedness Exercises

It was agreed that INSARAG Asia Pacific should continue the process of earthquake response preparedness exercises in order to exercise national and international response and coordination mechanisms. In this regard the Philippines and Nepal outlined plans to hold national preparedness exercises to which small international SAR Teams would be invited to attend, together with the UNDAC Team.  Australia also indicated its intention to hold a similar exercise some time in the first half of 2004.

It was agreed that the Regional Group for Asia/Pacific would continue work on revising the INSARAG Guidelines. Comments would be submitted to New Zealand and the Secretariat by 1 March 2003, with the aim of presenting a revised draft by June 2003.  At the same time the INSARAG Secretariat, together with the Consultant provided by Switzerland (Mr. Christoph Schwager) would prepare a compressed field version of the current INSARAG Guidelines.

· Classification of USAR Teams into Light/Medium/Heavy

It was agreed that comments on the recommendations paper prepared by the Americas Group would be provided to the Americas Group and the Secretariat by 1 February 2003, with the aim of thereafter circulating the paper to all Regional Groups and finalisation of the process before the end of 2003. It was recommended that this be discussed in the INSARAG Steering Committee to be held in 2003.

· Assistance to Countries developing USAR Capacity

It was agreed that the Steering Committee should be requested to identify ways in which to assist countries in establishing national and international urban Search and Rescue Teams and to support the process of identifying resources through multi-lateral channels. This was considered particularly applicable with regard to supporting SAR capacity development in Pacific Island countries.

The Regional Group warmly supported the presentation of this resolution to the United Nations General Assembly. 

· Training Initiatives

It was agreed that a small working group should be established to work on urban search and rescue training issues and identify training standards as well as collate a compendium of training facilities available in the Asia-Pacific region. It was recommended that the INSARAG Steering Committee discuss ways in which such a compendium of training facilities worldwide could be prepared. Australia agreed to lead the process, pending approval from Emergency Management Australia (EMA).
