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Chairman’s Summary

1. The INSARAG meeting of International Urban Search and Rescue Team Leaders was organized and hosted by Rescue South Africa and the South African Government from 3 to 5 December 2002 in Johannesburg, South Africa. The United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA), in its capacity as INSARAG Secretariat, co-organized the meeting. 

2. The meeting was opened by Mr. Louis Buys, Chief Director, Disaster Management, Provincial and Local Government, and chaired by Mr. Nic Swanepoel, Manager, Boksburg Service Delivery Center, Ekurhuleni Metropolitan Municipality. The meeting was also addressed by the Executive Mayor of the Ekurhuleni Metropolitan Municipality, Mr. Duma Nkosi. Mr. Arjun Katoch, OCHA Geneva, represented the INSARAG Secretariat and also provided opening remarks. 

3. Over 40 representatives from Australia, Belarus, China, Denmark, Finland, Germany, Iceland, Japan, Korea, Netherlands, Poland, Russian Federation, South Africa, Sweden, Switzerland, the USA and OCHA attended as participants. A list of participants is attached as Annex I.

4. Formal presentations were made on the following topics (agenda attached as Annex II):

· Overview and results of INSARAG activities during 2002 (INSARAG Secretariat)

· Overview of the revision of the INSARAG Guidelines and development of draft INSARAG Summary Field Guidelines

· Management and organization of international USAR teams (Switzerland & USA)

· Disaster response system of Rescue South Africa

· Preparation of USAR teams for international deployment (Korea, Japan)

· Patterns and evaluation of structural collapse in modern urban areas (Iceland)

· Draft concept for classification of USAR teams into categories light/medium/heavy, developed by the INSARAG Regional Group of the Americas (USA)

· Lessons learned in the regional USAR exercise, held in Singapore in March 2002 (INSARAG Secretariat)

· The use of international components and INSARAG methodology in national USAR exercises on the example of the New Zealand exercise PHOENIX, held in July 2002 (INSARG Secretariat)

· The use of robots for the search in confined spaces, and experience gathered during the response operation following the September 11 attacks (Center for Robot Assisted SAR at the University of South Florida, USA)

5. Rescue South Africa arranged a demonstration of the capabilities of its international urban search and rescue team.

6. Based on discussions after the presentations, the following topics were identified that require further elaboration and/or need to be addressed at next years meeting . The countries/organizations that volunteered to take responsibility to present theses topics are indicated in parenthesis. The topics are not prioritized:

· Training as a capacity building tool for developing international SAR teams of other countries (Miami Dade County USA)

· Skills profiles and characteristics required for international USAR team leaders and liaison officers to the OSOCC (Australia, Japan)

· Cultural sensitivities relevant to USAR operations (Korea, Germany, South Africa)

· Use of USAR teams to assist in the relief operations post search and rescue phase (Fairfax County USA, Switzerland, Rescue South Africa)

· Using explosives to access trapped victims in USAR operations (Germany)

· Use of 3D satellite images for USAR (and other humanitarian) operations (Germany)

· Update on the further development of the 5/10 Collapsed Structure Evaluation Approach, including steel structures, as presented by Iceland during this meeting (Iceland)

· Utilization of affected country information management assets to support the OSOCC with information requirements (South Africa, Iceland)

· Evaluation system of performance of own USAR team post mission (Japan, USA Miami Dade County)

· Brain-storming on requirements of international USAR teams from the affected country (Switzerland)

In addition, a discussion took place following a suggestion to organize tabletop exercise at later SAR Team Leaders Meetings in order to train the interaction of USAR team liaison persons and OSOCC/LEMA. The INSARAG Secretariat was requested to review this possibility and present findings at the next meeting.

7. Rescue South Africa announced that all background and presentation material of the meeting will be made available on the new internet website of Rescue South Africa at www.rescue-rsa.co.za. 

8. The Republic of South Korea announced that it will host the next Annual International USAR Team Leaders Meeting in Seoul, from 17 to 19 November 2003.
