The discussions during the meeting resulted in recommendations for follow-up activities, as described in the work-plan of the Regional Group Asia/Pacific for 2010/11 given below.

1. Review of Progress on Decisions of the 2010 INSARAG Regional Group Asia Pacific Meeting and Reports of INSARAG Activities Worldwide since the Last Regional Meeting

The INSARAG Secretariat updated the meeting on INSARAG Activities Worldwide since the last Regional Meeting of 2009. The members expressed satisfaction with the progress of INSARAG activities related to the 2009/10 work plan in the Asia-Pacific Region.
Action: Member Countries / INSARAG Secretariat
2. Discussion on the Draft INSARAG Hyogo Declaration

The gist of the declaration was highlighted by the INSARAG Chairman Ambassador Toni Frisch, Ms Setsuko Kawahara (representing Japan) and Mr Rudolf Muller (representing UN OCHA)
The Meeting welcomed the declaration, in particularly it being called the INSARAG Hyogo declaration, and paragraphs that emphasised (para 5) national capacity building. 

The following suggestions were received:

There was a suggestion from India to add at the end of para 5, “and encourages Member States to support such efforts”.
ASEAN Secretariat enquired if the declaration will be brought up to a higher level, to which the meeting was informed that Japan and Switzerland will advocate from their respective missions in New York to include this milestone event to be mentioned in the SG’s report on natural disasters, specifically to make reference to the global meeting, and refer to the ‘INSARAG Hyogo Declaration’ as an outcome from the meeting.

3. Discussion on the draft proposals of the INSARAG  “Organisational and Operational Standards for Capacity Building of National USAR Teams”

Arjun Katoch, (Emergency and Disaster Response Advisor) from India, gave a quick summary of the draft proposals:
This initiative, in short, is developed through a need for countries with national response capacities seeking an international reference point, to gauge their capacities in USAR response at the national level. Taking reference from the well established IEC checklist, a tried and tested document for international USAR teams classification, the approach was to “remove” relevant bits that refer to international response procedures, keeping the core components of USAR, and convert that into a national response checklist. The national standards checklist acts as guidance to countries, a voluntary process, for self assessment.  
Conclusions from the discussions:

· Bhutan, Bangladesh, Nepal and Sri Lanka welcomed this initiative and specifically requested for support in national capacity building of their USAR teams,

· The language in the checklist maybe toned down, and headings to be changed to better identify it as a set of recommended guidelines, instead of standards with a view to avoid misunderstanding/misinterpretation of the document.

· Once approved at the next steering group meeting, in February 2011, it will be included in Chapter G (capacity building) of the INSARAG guidelines. (Version 2011).

4. Discussions on the INSARAG Antenna Office – Review and Recommendations on the next steps.
Ted Pearn, Emergency Management Consultant from the UK, facilitated the session on the INSARAG Antenna review. The meeting deliberated on the ToRs and agree to the antenna review and the perimeters for the review. Some additional considerations during the review are:
· OCHA has since 2004 have expanded and established strategically in the respective regions, linkage to OCHA regional offices for INSARAG support and advocacy can also be considered.
· Regional networks such as ASEAN maybe leveraged if needed, in the case of the Asia – Pacific. 

· Sustained funding however remains a primary consideration for the establishment and well functioning of an antenna. 

Singapore and Japan stressed that language is not a key issue in the region.

5. Discussion on the Draft INSARAG External Classification(IEC) Guidelines

Trevor Glass, Emergency Management Consultant, Australia, provided the meeting with a comprehensive update on the draft IEC guidelines. The meeting was appreciative and welcomed the comprehensive document detailing the IEC is now available and further discussed on the content with appropriate clarifications made.

Some areas discussed were:

· The role of mentors (and coaching) to be better defined in greater detail
· The timelines for the re-classification process to be well indicated

· The inclusion of submission of the USAR Team Fact sheet by new teams that are requesting for an IEC slot, to better gauge initially, if the team has adequate capacity

Next Steps:

· Feedback related to the document is to be directed to the INSARAG Secretariat is welcome till end December 2010, and this should be sent to the INSARAG Secretariat at insarag@un.org
· The draft IEC guidelines will be finalised with relevant feedback, and tabled in the steering group meeting 2011 for approval.

· The INSARAG Secretariat presented a list of relevant INSARAG activities for 2010/11. All INSARAG Asia Pacific member countries are strongly encouraged to participate in these activities:
