MISSION

I.- ORGANIZATION
ARTICLE 1. Scope.

Statute.- The scope of these rules covers the management of:

(i) Human Resources, considering formation, composition, organization, control, operation, maintenance, and training.
(ii) Material Resources, considering the definition of equipment, quantities, technical specifications, control and maintenance standards, and inventory identification.
Of the URBAN SEARCH AND RESCUE (USAR) TEAM (name of the team) 
ARTICLE 2. Formation.

This organization has an Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team LEVEL: __________________ to deal with emergencies within and outside its jurisdiction when determined by the relevant authorities and when they exceed the working capacity of relevant organizations. It deploys to provide support upon request of a government agency or directly through the National System. It must be capable of acting autonomously in every way, including transport and logistics.
II.-      OFFICERS IN COMMAND
ARTICLE 3. The hierarchical command of the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team is determined by _______________ 
ARTICLE 4. For its Administration and Control, the Commander will determine ________________________________________________________ 
ARTICLE 5. The Incident Commander will determine the structure of the Incident Command System (ICS) for the development of the actions that were entrusted to him.
ARTICLE 6. The Team Leader will determine the Management structure for the development of the actions entrusted to him.

III.- STAFF 

ARTICLE 8 All members of the team (name) who meet the requirements set in these rules will be able to join the MEDIUM URBAN SEARCH AND RESCUE (USAR) TEAM.
ARTICLE 9 To apply to the MEDIUM OR LIGHT URBAN SEARCH AND RESCUE (USAR) TEAM the person must comply with the following requirements:

1) Have the certificate attesting he/she has successfully passed the “URBAN RESCUE LEVEL 1” training, organized by the National Academy of _______________, or ask this same organization for the recognition of similar courses. (Check procedure if this is the case)
2) Completed a minimum of 80% attendance to the summons.
3) Pass all courses included in the curriculum established by INSARAG, or those that can be recognized by the ANB, for the light and medium levels within one year.

4) Professional and Technical Staff:

a) Have a professional degree in the areas of Engineering, Architecture, Construction, Health, Risk Prevention and other related (see Annex 1), with strong training in Heavy Rescue.
b) Have a certificate attesting having successfully passed the course ____, Level 1 (or equivalent, recognized by ____), indicate place   “URBAN RESCUE 1” and PRIMAP.

5) Operational Staff.- Have the certificate for the Urban Rescue 1 course from ____, indicate place  and meet the competencies in the following areas:

a) Have the certificate attesting having successfully passed the course ______, Level 1, indicate place “URBAN RESCUE 1” and PRIMAP.

b) Shoring and securing.- Everything related to securing collapsed structures for the safe entrance of rescue staff.
c) Forced entrance.- Techniques related to the removal of obstacles to enter a structure.
d) Search and rescue in confined spaces.- As the name implies, refers to the technical search for victims in collapsed structures.
e) Rescue in height.- Techniques in the use of ropes to perform high angle rescues (buildings, steep or vertical slopes).
6) Logistics.- Techniques for managing supplies needed to deal with the events. Experience in contract and inventory management, general maintenance knowledge.
ARTICLE 10: The membership to the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team can be lost due to: punishment from a disciplinary body with a penalty of more than a 1 day suspension, or by voluntary resignation. (Determine or specify below the reasons that indicate this condition in your body or organization)
V.- UNIFORM.-
ARTICLE 13. It is mandatory for the institution to provide the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team members with a full uniform according to the established design, including at least a helmet, a pair of pants, a working jacket, a pair of working glasses, a pair of compliant gloves, a pair of knee pads, a helmet flashlight, etc. Each member of the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team will be responsible for the uniform and its use will be determined by the command by summoning to acts that required its use.
ARTICLE 14. In the event that a member of the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team ceases to be by resignation or any disciplinary reason, he/she must return the uniform in full, in good condition; otherwise he/she must repay its value. 
ARTICLE 15. The Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team’s organization must maintain a minimum amount of available new uniforms and Personal Protection Equipment for potential new members, or to replace uniforms that have been provided to members. It shall designate an officer in charge of this task.
ARTICLE 16. The uniform and Personal Protection Equipment provided to each member of the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team shall include the following minimum requirements:
-Identifying Elements: Position, name, organization

-Safety Elements: Reflective bands
VIII SUMMONS, OBLIGATIONS AND ATTENDANCE
ARTICLE 21. Acts of Service for the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Teams are all those specifically summoned by radio requests………… or by the command through the Order of the Day.  In case of emergency, along with the radio requests, the Order of the Day will broadcast via radio every 3 hours.
ARTICLE 22. All summons made through Order of the Day will be considered Listas de Obligaciones
.  Those made via radio appeal will be considered Listas de Abono
 but will constitute Lista de Obligación as long as the act that trigger the radio appeal has a duration longer than 3 hours.

ARTICLE 23. Attendance will be taken at the beginning and at the end of all acts.
ARTICLE 24. When summoning, it must be indicated the purpose, the personal equipment required, the expected duration and the location where it is taking place.
ARTICLE 25. To remain in the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team, the member must meet a minimum of 60% attendance to the listas de obligaciones of acts of service defined by the organization. (List below the conditions defined by your organization for this purpose). 
VII OFFENSES AND PENALTIES
ARTICLE 26. Any act or omission that contravenes the provisions of this statute, regulations of the brigade and General Regulations constitutes an offense.
ARTICLE 27. Indicate internal procedure in case of any penalty.
ARTICLE 28. The following actions will be considered offenses:
a) Disobeying orders given by superiors
b) Not treating superiors in the appropriate manner 
c) Behaving inappropriately in front of third parties.
d) Actions that undermine local culture and customs where acts of service are taking place.

e) Provide information to the media without authorization
f) Failure to comply with the minimum attendance required. 
g) Failure to comply with the Recycling and Training program.
h) Those set out in the General Regulations 

Add others that are distinctive of the institution and not considered in the list.
ARTICLE 29. The penalties applied shall be those set out in the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team Regulations.
